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H1N1Influenza 

As parents would be aware there are currently a number of confirmed cases of H1N1 Influenza 
(Human Swine Flu) in Victoria. Appropriate measures are being taken in relation to these 
cases. Specific concerns from parents about H1N1 Influenza can be referred to any of the 
following: 

 The Swine Influenza Hotline Tel. 180 2007  

 Nurse-on-Call Tel. 1300 606 024 – for expert health information and advice (24 hours, 
7 days) 

 Your doctor (GP) – if you have an influenza-like illness (fever, cough and fatigue) and 
have travelled to Mexico or California, Arizona, New Mexico or Texas in the past seven 
days.  

Families should continue with standard good general health hygiene practices, such as 
ensuring your children undertake regular hand washing and cover their nose and mouth if 
sneezing and coughing.  

This practice is being reinforced with your children while at school.  

If your children are unwell, you should seek medical attention and avoid public places and 
close contact with others. 

The Department of Human Services is also asking parents of children returning from USA, 
Canada, Japan, Mexico and Panama to voluntarily keep their children home for seven (7) days 
from arrival back in Australia. This is a further precautionary measure to assist in managing the 
further spread of the virus.   

E5 
E5 is an initiative from the Department of Education & Early Childhood Development designed 
to improve the quality of teaching in Victorian Schools. The framework uses the concepts, 
Engage, Explore, Explain, Elaborate and Evaluate to describe good teaching practise. This is a 
comprehensive piece of work undertaken by senior teachers from Victorians schools and 
international academics. Lee Kelly was one of the teachers who contributed to this work and I 
congratulate her on contribution. It is reassuring to know that we have teachers from our 
college working at this level. Over the next months and years you will here more about E5 and 
how we are using the material here. 
 
Improved Communication 
I have had discussions with the Parents and Friends group about ways to support effective 
communication between the college and parents. As a result of those discussions we are 
asking parents who have an e-mail address to provide it to the college on the slip included in 
this issue. This will be passed onto home group teachers and this news letter will be sent 
electronically. Subsequent issues of the news letter will have a redesigned cover which 
includes the names and e-mail addresses of staff within the college you may need to contact. 
 
Year 12 Exams 
Next Thursday all students undertaking a 3-4 VCE subject will sit the General Achievement 
Test. This is important for several reasons. The students results from the GAT may be used if 
the student is ill or otherwise disadvantaged in a subject exam. The cohort data collected from 
the students GAT results is also used in comparison with individual subject results to help us 
monitor our performance. Students cannot study specifically for the GAT but it is important that 
they take it seriously and do the best they can.
